WheretheHeart is...

The collective and individual joy we as Jews fedl, often comes from the
enthusiastic feelings we experience when we share in communal celebra-
tions. Such may be said of our Simchat Torah experiencethisyear and
our decoration of the Sukkah during the festive holiday of Sukkot. Our
Hebrew School Children beautifully decorated the Temple Sukkah as
their parents participated alongside them in sharing the experience of
Hiddur Mitzvah-“beautifying the experience of the Mitzvah”. Therein our Hebrew School the
Mitzvah of Sukkah was elevated and beautified. M oreover, by doing this, the mitzvah of sharing
asan interested and loving community was fulfilled. The highlight of the Sukkoth experience was
shared by children and their parents, asthe whole Hebrew School attended Services and
“pbenched” Lulav and Etrog. Afterward, the students participated in the holiday service, and in
traditional manner each child shook the Lulav with the Etrogto the various directions of heaven
and earth. The culmination of the Sukkot Holiday celebration expressed itself in the joyful danc-
ing and singing of parentsand children during B’nai Chaim’s Simchat Torah celebration. Every-
onewas called up to the Torah for an Aliyah with a giant Tallit overhead serving as a heavenly
Huppah. All of B'nai Chaim’s children recited the blessings over the Torah, encouraged by all
the adultswho also received special Torah Honors. Let me describe a most impressive scene
which took placein our synagogue on the Saturday evening of Simchat Torah. Our congregation
participated in a total unfurling of the “Sefer Torah” which practically encompassed the whole
sanctuary. B'nai Chaim adults and children alike, many for thefirst time, saw all the columns of
the Torah beforethem asit was held on high by many members. They saw on the most immediate
level our Holy Torah from beginning to end and from its end back to itsbeginning. They under-
stood that the cycle of lifeisa circle of life which never ends and whose beginning never stops. We
areall in process and our beginningsinfluence our ends and what we finish has elements of a new
beginning even when we think that we have finished. We never stop learning torah and we always
find new insights. We begin again even when we have said the last word in the Torah. Our bless-
ings begin to touch us at the very beginning even when the bulk of our blessings come at the end
of all our efforts. Asonebook of our Torah isfinished we say “Chazak Chazak V’Nitchazek,”
“Be Strong, Be Strong, and let us strengthen each other”. Never going it alone, we always begin
again as a synagogue community.
