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Reflections from the
Rabbi’s Desk

This Season and the Questions of our Lives

How often have we made mistakes and repeated them over again
without learning the lessons? Y ou may not have the answer, but if you
just look in the mirror and see what is reflected, the answer may come. The answer
comes when we make a sincere inquiry instead of trying to avoid the realistic manner
with which we must seek our reflection.

This High Holiday season better known as the Yamim Noraim- the Days of
Awe, is the time beginning in the Hebrew month of Elul, that we engage in what is re-
ferred to as “chesbon ha nefesh,” an account, a reckoning, an introspection into our
souls, a profiling of the recurrent patterns in our lives. We do this to make improve-
ments in how we conduct our lives, individualy, in our lives with family, friends, and
others.

The season of Rosh Hashanah and Y om Kippur provides for each of us a mo-
ment of “Divine openness,” a unique opportunity through personal self-searching, to
create a “clean date” for our hearts so that we may proceed positively in our lives. In
order for this “introspection for improvement” to take place with positive effect, we
must experience ourselves as sincere “Students of Life,” willing to learn and to use this
knowledge of ourselves through the prism of Gods will. As we enquire, G-d instructs us.

However, we do not merely get forgiven by just walking away from what we
have done. We look at our past actions with recognition of our individual and corporate
failings, but we must accept the future possibilities that we will be better human beings,
better Jews. But we must remember and resolve to improve as individuals as well as
part of the Jewish People.

In this season of self-examination, we ask for forgiveness on two levels, in |
two arenas. We ask G-d for forgiveness for the transgressions that as Jews we have
committed. We wonder whether we have forgotten who we are and to “Whom” we must
give arecounting of our deeds as the People of the Covenant. Are we aware that as the
Jewish People we bear the precious legacy of Isragl, which thru the Torah must and can
act as a Light unto the nations? For spiritual understanding and answers to these ques-
tions, we may turn to G-d in supplication and repentance for ultimate forgiveness.

However in the arena of person-person transgression, lack of compassion, in-
sensitivity, whether via committed or omitted actions, we must first make amends with
people. We often speak of “Tikkun” “mending the tear” or disruption in the fabric of the
world of humanity. In this area, where we have done wrong, we must go to the people
of our lives by whom we may have been mistreated or to those who we may have
wronged. Needless to say, it is a two-way street. And it is a bold step; one that takes
courage. Ask yourself; are you ready to fix things, to patch things up with your loved
ones, your friends and associates? Will you still be lost in the desert of bickering and
complaining about petty things? How will you rank the important dimensions of your
Life? To what, to “Whom” will you give priority? These questions sincerely asked, cou-
pled with efforts sincerely made, can yield the answers that we need in our lives.

Where can you explore some of these questions? That place is your Syna
gogue. That isthe arenathat will help you tap the Source of your blessings in the Torah
and Machzor not only on the High Holidays but also during the whole year. ” May this
New Year of 5767 be a year in which you are at one with yourself, your loved ones, and
your synagogue community. May it be a sweet year of ultimate peace for us, and Israel.
May it be a time in which you discover that which is important and to which you give
increased love and priority. “L’Shanah Tova Tikateivu”.

May al at B’nai Chaim and the Jewish Community be inscribed and sealed in
the Book of Life for Health and Happiness.

Some of the procedures for membership have changed, in so much as, all appli-
cants need to fill out a membership form for each new year whether they are renewing their mem-
bership or are becoming new members, and those who need financial aid need to fill out those
forms also. We have a committee that keeps these matters confidential. At our annual meeting in
May an amendment to the bylaws was voted on and passed that all applications for membership
would be presented to the board for final approval.

| have heard lately that the synagogue is not a business, but that’s incorrect. We are a business.
We have salaries to pay, municipal feesto pay to the City of Murrieta and we have to abide by the
employment laws of California. We are anon - profit business, but we are a business, and we need
to meet our financial obligations. Some congregants say they only want to pay a certain amount
for membership and | understand that feeling. |1 only want to pay $100 for the electricity in the
synagogue, like we used to when | moved here, but that is not reality. People who want to con-
tinue their membership, who really have hardships, will always be considered for financial aid if
they fill out the proper forms. Members who just don’t want to pay their share because they would
rather spend their monies elsewhere, but want to remain members, may need to rethink their pri-
orities. It isunfair to those of us who pay our obligations to be expected to carry the synagogue.

We are looking forward to a wonderful fall season with Rabbi Ulrych. The High Holidays are ap-
proaching quickly and | look forward to seeing you all.
