Bingo is an incredible source of revenue for the temple and we have proven to 
be very successful.

week to actually have one night run smoothly. There is food preparation which takes 2-3 days, assembling 
game packs and preparing the rooms takes another 2-3 days and this is before we even open the doors on 
Wednesday.  We don t have enough volunteers on a rotating basis to run bingo.  The same people have to do 
this week after week and most of us are approaching burnout.    

You don t have to volunteer every week, but we need regular helpers and a back up crew to fill in.  Even if 
you can give one day a month it would be appreciated.  There are jobs behind the scenes and jobs the day of 
bingo.  It s a lot of fun being part of this team and the self satisfaction you will receive is incredible.  Try it, I 
guarantee you will like it, and you ll return time and time again.
