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From The Financial VP – Bob Houston   
 
I am currently the V.P of Finance for Congregation B’nai Chaim. During my term, I have had the opportu-
nity to hear a wide rage of opinions about synagogues in general and about B’nai Chaim in particular. 
Shortly, you will be receiving information about membership in our congregation for the 2008-09 year, and 
I want to take this opportunity to write about synagogues. 
 

There are many ways to support the Jewish community. At one end, Jews who consider themselves secular 
humanists celebrate their Judaism through food, the arts and membership in secular Jewish organizations. 
At the other end, Orthodox Jews strictly adhere to the Torah’s commandments and the rulings of the Rab-
bis. Regardless of how one adheres to our faith, there is only one root, the Torah. It is the unique object that 
separates us from all other religions. In our congregation, members may opt for a leadership role, such as a 
congregation officer or member of the board of directors. They may volunteer to be part of special ritual 
activities or even work at bingo and other fund-raising activities. Some simply belong, calling on the syna-
gogue in their time of simcha or need.  
 
This, then, is the importance of the neighborhood synagogue; an institution created more than 2500 years 
ago when Babylonia destroyed the First Temple and carried the Jewish people into captivity. The neighbor-
hood synagogue replaced the Temple as a meeting place and a house of prayer. There is a story told of two 
crows who sat on a wire watching a farmer erect a scarecrow to keep them away from his corn. One crow 
turned to the other and said, “Let’s kill the farmer, and we’ll be able to get the corn.” The second crow re-
sponded, it’s my experience that where there are no farmers, there is no corn.” If there were no synagogues, 
there would be few rabbis, no place to hold a bar or bat mitzvah ceremonies, say Kaddish, observe Yahrzeit, 
and so on. Moreover, there would be no meeting place for the Jewish community – no place to teach our 
children and meet other Jews. 
 
I have heard from some of our members that none of this matters. Perhaps this is true in areas with large 
Jewish populations, such as New York, Chicago, and Los Angeles. But, here in Southwest Riverside 
County/Northern San Diego County,  California, they are wrong. The synagogue is the house of prayer and 
meeting place for Jews.  Congregation B’nai Chaim is the only area synagogue that offers the services of a 
full-time Rabbi, a religious school education through confirmation, social cultural activities and meaningful 
religious services. 
 
While it’s true that water is free, you still have to pay for the piping. Likewise, our services are free – our  
congregation never turns away guests from its Sabbath services. Yet, if we want to have a place to meet and 
pray, to participate in Jewish culture and to train our children, we have to pay for the maintenance, salaries, 
utilities, etc. The only way we can survive as a religious community, within its own building, is to increase 
our membership. As you complete the coming year’s membership application, remember that joining is not 
just about you, it’s about all of us. No organization, religious or otherwise, is perfect. If you have a com-
plaint, don’t just drop out, let an officer of the synagogue know about it and see if we can resolve it for you. 
 
Just as important, if you know former members, speak with them about rejoining. If you know an unaffili-
ated Jew or Jewish family, invite them to services and notify our membership chairperson, Rebecca Doiron 
at 951-325-5566 or email her at: doiron94@gmail.com. 
 
You, the members of our congregation, significantly contribute to the continuation of our heritage, our com-
munity and our synagogue.
